Thrivent Members: 

You should have already received your Thrivent Choice letter in 
the mail. The letter has "Help choose where Thrivent Financial 
gives back" in big red letters. This letter indicates the 
approximate amount of Choice Dollars you can personally 
designate to Lutheran organizations in 2010. There is a box in 
the middle of the letter that has 3 steps needed to direct your 
choice dollars. I urge you to please do the 3 steps listed in the 
letter. Also, please know that Lands Lutheran Church is listed 
as one of the organizations you may designate to receive your 
Choice Dollars. It is of course up to you where you would like 
your Choice Dollars to go, but I would hope you would consider 
Lands Lutheran Church as the organization to receive your 
Choice Dollars. 

You can use the internet or there is also a phone number listed in 
step 1 to do the designation. If you use the phone, please note 
that after saying "Thrivent Choice" to the recording, they will ask 
you for your social security number. 

The total amount of Choice Dollars in your letter, is not 
necessarily all available to you right now as that is likely your total 
for 2010. Based on your financial transactions, each month 
Thrivent allows you to direct a portion of that total. Since it is 
only September, only transactions through August will be listed as 
eligible to direct. You can also elect to setup an automatic recurring 
contribution so anytime your Choice Dollars equals $10, it will 
automatically be sent to your designated recipient. 

Since Thrivent no longer has the Care in Congregations program, 
which was used in the past to help fund various projects at Lands 
Lutheran Church, I encourage you to designate your Choice Dollars to 
Lands Lutheran Church.
